FIRST COMPREHENSIVE ECONOMIC IMPACT STUDY OF RECREATIONAL ANGLING IN SOUTH AFRICA - TO IMPROVE THE IMAGE, ACTIVITIES AND STRATEGIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE INDUSTRY
The SA Deep Sea Angling Association (SADSAA) has commissioned the University of Stellenbosch to do a comprehensive study of the economic impact of recreational angling (including sport angling) in the Republic of South Africa – known as the ‘ERA-project’. Although commissioned by SADSAA, both salt water and fresh water recreational angling activities are included, involving all types of recreational angling disciplines. 
Recreational angling has a significant impact on the economic activities of the country and its regions – both inland and coastal. This is due to international and local competitions, wide-spread and diverse recreational activities, and resource uses, through its direct impacts on e.g. equipment, vehicles, boats, tackle, accommodation, provisions and fuel, and indirect impacts on infrastructure investments, town and regional development, job provision and creation, government tax revenue, and manufacturing and services. 
The ERA (Economic impact of Recreational Angling in the RSA) project is being conducted by a team of professionals of Stellenbosch University, in liaison with relevant international and local scientific and economic experts.  They will be using various types of surveys, including mail, personal and group surveys, to obtain the information required.
The benefits of such a project and its results will be in assisting all recreational angling disciplines, their business supply & demand chains, and the enterprises and entrepreneurs involved, in getting valid information for their planning and business activities.
