The rules for the competition are: 

· Entries close on 30 September and are limited to 50 entries. 

· Sign-in is on Friday between 19:00 and 21:00. 

· Competition briefing will be on the slip way Saturday morning at 6:00. 

· Start Launch at 6:30. 

· Everyone meet at The Still Bay Point. 

· Proposed competition start time is 7:30. 

· The competition start time will NOT be delayed due to boats arriving late at the starting point. 

· Competition area is from Still Bay Point to Odendaalspunt. 

· Duration of competition is 6 hours. 

· All Marine and Coastal Management (MCM) rules and legal limits apply. 

· Weigh-in is between 15:00 and 17:00 (bags down at 17:00) 

· MCM will be present at weigh-in. 

· No late fish will be weighed. 

· Only edible fish will be weighed in. 

· No John Browns will be weighed in. 

· 1 Fish per species will be weighed in. 

· A maximum of 10 fish per diver is allowed. 

· All fish must be gutted. 

· Minimum weight of the fish must be = 900g (gutted) 

· Gamefish does not need to be gutted

· Maximum weight that will count as points will be = 4kg 

· Minimum weight for poensies, musselcrackers, white steenbras, red steenbras and yellowbellies is = 4kg. 

· If more than one fish of a species is found in a diver’s bag, that species will be disqualified for the individual. 

· All bags with undersized fish will be disqualified. 

· Individuals that break any of the MCM rules will be disqualified. 

· No selling of fish allowed 

· Voluntary donation of fish to the Bonito Club for charitable distribution to the community is recommended. 
· Special Prizes: 

· Lady's prize 

· Heaviest bag 

· Biggest reef fish 

· Biggest game fish 

· Best boat (most points per boat) 

· Doppie prize 

· Fish closest to SA record
